Certificate in Pastoral Ministry (Hospitals): Leamers must display a proven ability to cope with tertiary education, or
at least a motivation to kearmn at this lovel. Thay should show an interest in working in this area of Pastoral Ministry.
Cartificate in Pastoral Ministry (Prisons): Leamirs mist be at least 18 years of age and they must display a proven
ability to cope with tertiary education, or at least 8 motivation 1o leam at this lovel. They should show an intorest in
working ini this area of Pastoral Mindsiry,
